1 Timothy 6:2... These are the things you are to teach and
insist on. 3 If anyone teaches otherwise and does not agree to
the sound instruction of our Lord Jesus Christ and to godly
teaching, 4 they are conceited and understand nothing.

2 Timothy 1:13 What you heard from me, keep as the pattern
of sound teaching, with faith and love in Christ Jesus.

2 Timothy 2:2 And the things you have heard me say in the
presence of many witnesses entrust to reliable people who will
also be qualified to teach others.

2 Timothy 3:14 But as for you, continue in what you have

2 Timothy 4:2 Preach the word; ...rebuke and encourage—
with great patience and careful instruction.

3 For the time will come when people will not put up with
sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they
will gather around them a great number of teachers to say
what their itching ears want to hear. 4 They will turn
their ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths.

1 John 4:5 They are from the world and therefore speak
from the viewpoint of the world, and the world listens to
them.

6 We are from God, and whoever knows God listens to us;
but whoever is not from God does not listen to us. This is
how we recognize the Spirit of truth and the spirit of
falsehood.




2 John 1: 9 Anyone who runs ahead and does not
continue in the teaching of Christ does not have God;

Galatians 1:6 I am astonished how quickly you are
deserting the One who called you by the grace of Christ
and are turning to a different gospel— 7 which is not even
a gospel.

Evidently some people are troubling you and trying to
distort the gospel of Christ.

8 But even if we or an angel from heaven should preach a
gospel contrary to the one we preached to you, let him be
under a divine curse!

9 As we have said before, so now I say again: If anyone is
preaching to you a gospel contrary to the one you
embraced, let him be under a divine curse!
